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The scars left behind by this terrible disaster go beyond the physical for those who were left with nothing in 
the space of less than two minutes. The earthquake resulted in massive destruction of property, including the 
only community hospital in Pisco.  

Over the last two years, recovery for those affected by the earthquake has been difficult and painfully slow. 
Homelessness and lingering community-property destruction continue to interrupt normal social patterns, 
which results in chronic isolation and hopelessness. Today there is a dire need for funding to support low-
cost community-based medical initiatives in Pisco.  
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Rotary Club, Lima-Sunrise is a not-for-profit organization that gathers professionals from a variety of 
backgrounds who give their time and talents to promote, plan and develop worthy sustainable projects that 
support growth and community-service initiatives in Peru.   

The Rotary Club, Lima-Sunrise is the only English-speaking Rotary Club in Latin America. This language 
criteria for membership is based on the principle that English is the primary language used for business 
worldwide.  It is through their international Rotary contacts that members seek collaboration to effectively 
build important aid networks amongst like-minded organizations worldwide. 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

A powerful earthquake with a magnitude of 7.9 
degrees on the Richter scale struck the southern 
coast of Peru on the early evening of Wednesday, 
August 15, 2007. The quake devastated hospitals, 
schools, churches and government buildings in 
the towns of Pisco, Chincha, Ica and Cañete and 
in the neighboring Andean region of 
Huancavelica.  

The earthquake claimed 519 lives and injured 
more than 1,366 people. At least 58,581 homes 
were destroyed, while 13,585 single-family 
dwellings sustained severe structural damage. 
�

In their initial response to the August 15th 
earthquake, the Rotary Club sent emergency 
supplies and volunteers to the worst affected 
disaster areas in southern Peru.  
 

The long-term commitment of Rotary Club, Lima-
Sunrise is to help improve the quality of life in 
underserved communities in Peru.  With their 
vision to construct the Policlinico Paul Harris, 
Rotarians again demonstrate their leadership and 
humanitarian spirit to help those in need.  
 

The land for the Policlinico Paul Harris was 
donated in 2008, at which time the final 
architectural plans for the clinic were approved. 
The clinic is named for the first president of the 
Lima-Sunrise Rotary Club.
